1. Give lot s of encouragement  

t o boost  confidence. 

2. I f  your son has a reading 

habit ,  encourage it .  I f  not , do 

your best  t o help him 

develop one. You could ask  

his t eacher’ s advice. Seeing 

other males in t he house 

reading can also help.  

3. Guide him towards out  of 

school act ivit ies that  he will 

not  only enjoy but  also at  

which he can succeed. 

4. Give him more responsibilit ies 

around the house and don’ t  do 

everything for him! 

5. Try to create some opportunit ies 

for learning at  home by discussing 

the news or TV programmes. 

6. Persuade him that  t alk ing over 

problems is best , as it  can help release 

tension and anger.  

7. Check  his student  planner 

regular ly.  

8. M ake sure he has a list  of t hings he 

needs for school each day…and make 

sure he gets himself properly organised 

in t ime. “ Planning and preparat ion 

help prevent  poor performance.”  

9. Contact  school immediately if  you 

feel your son might  be under pressure 

from others not  t o work .  

10. Good male role models can play a 

signif icant  part  in boys’  educat ion e.g. 

by reading to them, giving help with 

work  at  home or even by helping out  at  

school.  

11. Other learners in t he house 

can be used as good examples.  

12. M ake sure he has enough 

sleep. 

13. Reassure him that  it ’ s okay to 

express his feelings- in fact  posit ively 

encourage it !  

14. Talk  t o his t eacher 

whenever you are 

concerned. 

15. Have your own system 

of rewards at  home for 

good work  and behaviour.  

16. Limit  leisure t ime spent  in front  of 

screens. 

17. When he start s to be given 

homework , get  into the habit  of mak ing 

sure that  he does it  on the night  it  is 

set… preferably as soon as he gets 

home…and definit ely without  t he TV on.  

18. Show interest  in his day at  

school.
