Successful candidates will need to demonstrate kindness, care and patience, possess a good sense
of humour and be excellent communicators. Resilience and a strong sense of responsibility in terms
of providing the highest level of care and support for pupils/students and colleagues are essential.

All staff have a responsibility to safeguard and promote the welfare of children and young people
and must act in accordance with the school’s safeguarding and child protection policies and
procedures.

Key Responsibilities
Supervising Pupils/Students

e Supervise pupils/students in the dining hall, playground and other designated areas during
the lunchtime break.

e Encourage good behaviour, table manners and positive social interactions.

e Provide assistance to pupils/students as needed, including helping younger children with
their lunch.

e Supervise the playground, cloakrooms, wudu areas and classrooms as required during the
lunchtime break.

e Assist with the removal of food and equipment after pupils/students have eaten their lunch.

e Address minor first aid incidents, following appropriate procedures for recording and
reporting.

e Resolve minor disputes between pupils/students in a constructive manner.

o Assist with other activities during the midday break, such as setting up and storing
equipment.

Promoting Positive Play (Primary Section)

e Engage pupils in safe and inclusive play activities.
e Encourage teamwork and participation in playground games.
e Monitor the playground to ensure all pupils are safe, included and engaged.

Behaviour Management

e Support implementation of the school’s behaviour policy.
e Encourage pupils/students to follow appropriate lunchtime protocols, including queuing,
cleaning up, returning trays and using facilities properly.

Ensuring Safety and Wellbeing

e Actively monitor the behaviour and safety of pupils/students, addressing issues promptly
and appropriately.

¢ Ensure the availability and maintenance of water stations.

¢ Administer basic first aid if required and report incidents to the appropriate staff.

lead/SLT members.

e Oversee pupils/students who may have food allergies or dietary requirements.

e Assist with setting up and clearing the dining hall, including arranging tables and chairs.
o Help distribute meals and clear away trays and utensils.
e Maintain cleanliness and hygiene standards in all areas used during lunchtime.

o Work effectively as part of a team with other midday supervisor and school staff.
e Attend training sessions and staff meetings as required.
e Communicate any concerns or issues regarding pupils/students to senior staff promptly.
