HISTORY

The children will be learning the basics about the Qur'an, including who revealed it and to whom, how
Muslims show respect for it, how the Qur'an is organized into surahs and juz and the difference
between Makki and Madani surahs. They will also explore Islamic history through the Qur'an, with a

particular focus on the stories of the Prophets (PBUH).
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COMPUTING - TURTLE LOGO (ISLAMIC ART)

This Programming Turtle Logo unit will teach children how to create an algorithm to program a
procedure. Children will learn to use basic commands and how to repeat alongside a variable. The
children will be shown how to program their own procedures, use colour and set the position of the
turtle using coordinates. In the concluding lessons, they will use the arc command to create patterns
using different shapes and randomly selected colours, which will be inspired by their ‘Islamic Art’ topic

which will complement The Seerah topics being covered during Ramadan.

ART/DT During Spring 2, we will continue to look into the idea that artists don't just work

in studios - instead they get out into the world and draw and paint from life,

inspired by the land and city-scapes where they live. The children also see how
artists use their creative freedom to explore ways of working which involve
different materials and media. They extend and adapt existing sketchbooks so
that they can make drawings/paintings at different scales and ratios. They are
enabled to take creative risks, explore and experiment, without the pressure of
having to “produce” an end result. Children are given the freedom to use mixed

medium in ways which suit them and their subject matter.
